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Writing objectives for e-GP learning sessions
The following guidance explains how session objectives should be written for learning sessions in the e-GP project.
1. Set the objective at a realistic level of complexity – do not define competencies that go far beyond the level feasible for an e-learning session 

2. Where possible, base the objectives on the outcomes described in the relevant RCGP curriculum statement, and use the same terminology (where educationally appropriate)

3. The objective should reflect the learner’s situation as a self directed learner (‘this session will give you the opportunity to...’) and not the aims of the content author (‘this session will explain...’).

	Using the rules and principles
	Apply, demonstrate, illustrate, practice, use

	Analysis
	Breaking down components to clarify
	Analyse, calculate, clarify, distinguish, inspect, test

	Comprehension
	Grasping the meaning in the current context
	Describe, discuss, explain, recognise

	Evaluation
	Ability to judge for a purpose 
	Appraise, assess, compare, evaluate, judge

	Synthesis 
	Arranging and assembling elements into a whole
	Design, formulate, organise, propose
